
 

NEW SECURITY PROCEDURES 

The Governor’s Executive Mansion and State Capitol visitor policies are designed to keep visitors and staff safe and 
secure and to preserve the collections, facilities, and historic building and grounds for generations to come. You will be 
visiting these locations during a heightened period of awareness of security and safety. This concern is not simply for the 
security of the Governor and staff, but for the safety and security of everyone who visits here. 

Prohibited Items:  

Prior to entering the Capitol, or the Executive Mansion, all visitors will be screened by a magnetometer and security 
personnel.  The following items are strictly prohibited:

Please note that the State Capitol Police and the Governor’s Executive Protection Detail are authorized to make 
exceptions if a prohibited item is determined to be necessary and required to serve child care, medical or other special 
needs. Items allowed in the Capitol but prohibited in the Executive Mansion may be checked at designated staging areas. 
 
Also, note that smoking is not permitted anywhere in the Capitol or the Executive Mansion. 

Emergency Procedures: 

In the event of an emergency, please follow the guidance of the State Capitol Police officers. To report an emergency or 
suspicious activity, please inform the nearest State Capitol Police Officer.
